While most people where sleeping, Infrastructurens®auctions have been busy
completing a project fointegral Energy along Third Avenue which is ong of
Blacktowns busiest roadBue to the restricted pedestrians access curravely-
able it was decided to do all the construction woak night to ensure compldte
safety for all residential movements. Even at thstlof times you wouldn't takeja
gamble crossing the road without using a set dficrights. Even at night traffi
control was still required for the safety of ourropersonnel due to the erratic drjv-
ing ability of some of the road users.

The project itself required six @125mm and two @&Dronduits to be installgd
along most of the route using Horizontal Directiobailling over a distance df
approximately 600 metres. In some of the locatitesground conditions proved fo
be quite tough and slowed our production rate tmiaimum. To complete the
project as quickly as possible it was decided t® thsee of IC's HDD machine.
The 2720AT was used to drill all the pilot boresgheaving only the back reamifg
and pipe installation to the JT4020 & 10X.

At the completion of the successful project apprately 4938 metres of pipe hgad
been installed along with a few tired IC personnel.
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Over the years IC has completed a plethora of prejiarough a wide variety of
customers. Through the construction of these pt®jaadange of different out-
standing work skills have been seen and executambitaplete even the most
difficult project. Recently one project has stodubee all others through its
smooth construction period, great team work, s@salt excavator operators
and early construction completion.

The project was completed for Integral Energy atudgoville St, Blackett in
Sydney’s Western Suburbs. The reason for the agigin project was for a
high voltage up grade in the area. These up gradesital for the continuing
power requirements in the Blackett area due to residential construction and
the increase of house hold items such as air dondits. The project required
six @125mm & two @50mm electrical conduits to bstatled in a single trench
along with a few short auger bores over a distafc&35 metres. The ground
conditions were relatively easy with only clay eantered. Existing utilities
were also at a minimal with a Testra conduit rugnparallel with the trench,
and water along with sewer crossing the route atifiexes.

The project commenced on the Tuesday 23rd May aasl ac@mpleted on the
29th May which gave only five days for the totalnstruction. On site there
were two excavating crews, one auger crew and gme lpying/back filling
crew. Due to the preparation done prior to diggiagrouble free project was
achieved. This included all utilities located, fiafcontrol organised, ease of
pedestrian movement which incorporated a largeuainof local school chil-
dren playing sport in a nearby park everyday amsbieng all local residents
were notified days before construction took pladgeme of these issues might
seem small but it only takes a small problem toobee a huge disaster.
